
A key feature for these Customers is the compatibility of BBx and BBj. They were very
impressed by the demonstration of the original BBx version of the _calc utility running
unchanged in several different configurations. The same BBx version was run in a
stand-alone BBj session, a Thin Client session connected to a remote server, and
through a browser-based Thin Client. The flexibility of deployment of the same code
was very impressive. The fact that this was the original BBx version of the program
convinced them of the compatibility of BBj and BBx.

BASIS has three TB&W's scheduled in 2002, in Chicago, Long Beach and Dallas. We
have in-depth BBj training about a month after each TB&W in the same locations.

Robert Del Prete, a Senior Software Test Engineer at BASIS, and I traveled to New
York and Atlanta in late October to begin a series of Technical Briefings and
Workshops (TB&Ws) for BASIS Customers around the country. Greg Grisham and I
went to Phoenix in November to continue the round of presentations.

The purpose of the Technical Briefing and Workshop format is to give Customers a
high-level overview of BBj with some hands-on programming examples, illustrating key
new features in BBj. The morning is devoted to architecture and deployment of BBj,
including examples of using the BBj Thin Client in a browser. The afternoon session
includes examples of coding in BBj, with both hands-on examples, and explanations of
code samples. The afternoon's coding examples are mainly focused on using objects in
BBj.
